DETAILS/FAQ
The Center: Our website- http://sewardpark.audubon.org is the best resource for information about us. Basically we’re a nature center at the entrance to one of Seattle largest and certainly most beautiful parks. You should come by and visit us!

The Space: We have a large downstairs classroom with lots of wall space as well as a hallway that are available for the show. This room is open to the public Tues-Sat 10-5 except when it is closed for classes. On a typical Saturday we get about 100-200 people through but on a typical Tuesday we get anywhere from 20-50. 
The Art: We’re not picky about the type of art. Ideally it can be hung on a wall. This typically means paintings and photos but if you have a way to wall mount your 3d art, feel free to contact us.

How Long: 2-3 Months is standard for us. We can do shorter time periods but prefer longer as it allows everyone a chance to stop by and see your amazing art!

The Artists: We like to showcase 1-5 artists at a time. If you have an art group or buddy with whom you’d like to partner up, let us know.

The Themes: We’re open to any sort of nature themed art and we’ve got a pretty loose interpretation of that! Seriously, we’re a Nature Center that is open to the public and we get all types of people in our doors. If you think you might be a good fit, you probably are.

Sales: Sales are all yours. You responsibility and your money. We are happy to keep a price list on hand or post prices on the ID cards of your work, but we don’t manage the sales in house. We simply give prospective buyers your contact information and lots of encouragement. This also means that all money is yours. We don’t take a cut.

Sales history: Sales have been mediocre to average. People don’t typically come to us to purchase art, but we have several sales per show. But we’re not a big name sales-gallery. Sorry!

The Reception: On the opening day of your show we throw you a party, typically in the evening. We provide the food, staff, and ambiance. We also provide some of the audience through our weekly newsletter. For the most part we encourage artists to promote your show a bit and invite friends who you will have a good time with. The more the merrier!

The Installation: You’re responsible for installing your works. We’ll provide help if you need it but can’t do all the work ourselves. Often our artists come in the day before their gallery opening and hang all their works themselves. We do ask that you do not excessively damage our walls but we don’t mind small holes here and there. We’re also happy to discuss installation options.
